E5. Federal Stimulus and

E6. Financial Aid on the Fringes

Changing family structures and circumstances can
create challenges for your operation. Institutional
goals may impede or encourage the use of
professional judgment to help move students

from such families into the college setting. Some
students may require significant resources —
financial and otherwise. We will examine cases
from the following three areas: undocumented
students, newly defined independent students and
using projected year income.

Our presenters will work through case studies —
demonstrating the similarities and disparities from
one institution to the other. The audience will be
asked to participate in the discussion. Time will
remain for audience members to present additional
cases. Bring your most challenging cases with you
for feedback.

During this session, participants will strengthen
their understanding of more complicated student/
family situations and the associated financial issues
that must be resolved in order to enroll and graduate
that student. Participants will be provided with a

set of questions that can be used when working
with students and families. Participants working

on college campuses will also be provided with
questions to evaluate difficult cases.

This session discusses an experiment at Manchester
Community College aimed at reducing student
indebtedness. Anecdotal evidence at Manchester
Community College indicated that students were
accepting more financial aid than they actually
needed for tuition, books, etc. Last spring we
engaged in a campaign that encouraged students to
consider either using the aid they were eligible for

to add more credits to their semester or to limit the
amount of aid they were accepting.
